 Guidelines


The NRLCA Auxiliary Discovery Scholarship in the amount of $1000.00 is awarded annually to a child or grandchild of a Rural Letter Carrier who is a member of the NRLCA and whose spouse is a member of the NRLCA Auxiliary.

The applicant must meet the following guidelines and complete the application in full.

Failure to do so may result in disqualification.

 
A candidate must be an active member of the Junior Organization, who has graduated from high school or is a member of the senior graduating class, and has not reached the age of 21 by August 1, 2010 and is unmarried. 


A candidate must have been accepted by or currently attending, a college, university, or technical/vocational school.   Academic and Financial needs are a consideration, but are not the sole criteria for judging.  Preference will be given to Juniors who have participated in the Junior Organization on the state or national level.


Selection will be made at National Convention.  The National Auxiliary Vice-President shall be the caretaker. The scholarship committee shall consist of the following;   National Auxiliary Vice-President, one Past National Auxiliary Officer, and one active Auxiliary member chosen from the delegate list by the National Auxiliary President.  The decision of the Scholarship Committee is final.


A check will be issued to the winner upon proof of enrollment from the College, University, or Technical/Vocational School is received by the National Auxiliary Secretary-Treasurer.


The name of the recipient will be announced at the National Convention.
