Guidelines
 

One $1,000 Scholarship will be awarded annually to a student who is pursuing a post-secondary education.  If there is no qualified applicant in this category, none will be awarded.  The scholarship will be awarded on the basis of need and the desire to pursue higher education and a career.
Applicant must be a child or grandchild of a Rural Letter Carrier, regular, retired, or substitute, who is a member in good standing of the VARLCA and a member of the Family Plan.
Applicant must be a High School Junior or Senior with a “B” grade average, has not reached the age of 21 by August 1, 2010, and is not married.

Applicant must submit a completed application form and recommendations from two (2) teachers, or one (1) teacher and (1) guidance Counselor.

The applicant must also submit a brief essay explaining their career goals and why higher education is desired.  The essay must also give information that will support the need for financial help.

If there is not an eligible Senior, then a Junior pursuing a college preparatory curriculum will be considered.  If a Junior is awarded the scholarship, he or she will not be eligible to apply the following year.  Winners must send proof of enrollment to the Virginia Auxiliary Secretary to received scholarship funds.

A scholarship check will be issued, on behalf of the recipient, to the chosen College, University or Technical School upon proof of enrollment to the Virginia Auxiliary Secretary/Treasurer.


                    

Winner of this scholarship will be announced at the Virginia State Convention Banquet.  The Virginia State Auxiliary President shall be the caretaker. The scholarship committee shall consist of the following; the VA RLCA Auxiliary President, Vice-President, Secretary/Treasurer and the Board Members.  The decision of the Scholarship Committee is final.
